This meticulously designed system 

provides exceptional performance in all grass conditions. The 4-inch deep, 42-inch wide mowing deck optimizes 

airflow in the cutting chamber, creating an increased vacuum that lifts and suspends clippings above the cutting blade, 

resulting in clippings that are re-cut and reduced to fine particles before being discharged.  A top discharge deck design 

allows clippings to flow freely out the opening, reducing clogging and creating superior side discharge and bagging 

performance. The TimeCutter Z offers three cutting options including the standard side discharge, and optional 

bagging and recycling capabilities. 

 

When mowing is complete, cleaning the underside of the mowing deck to maintain maximum cutting efficiency is 

simple thanks to the convenient deck washout port. Taking the deck off your TimeCutter Z4200 for seasonal 

maintenance or blade sharpening is easy as well. All it takes is three simple steps. Simply remove the pin on the front 

level rod, remove the deck from the rear bracket and then remove the belt. The whole process can be done in less than 

two minutes.

The TimeCutter Z4200 is paired with a 19 

horsepower* Kohler® Courage® twin cam engine. Already proven in commercial use, Kohler engines enable a top 

ground speed of seven mph to help get the job done fast.

Based on the highly successful line of commercial zero turning radius mowers, the Z4200 is constructed to stand up to 

years of use while providing dependable performance. The mower features a heavy, 11 gauge steel frame, cast iron 

rear bumper and 1½-inch x 2-inch tubular steel axle that fortifies the front of the mower. The TimeCutter also boasts

tapping screws) to ensure quality, durable construction. This solidly built machine is also backed by a three year 

limited warranty.

The Z4200 comes with a comfortable 15-inch seat. The mower is outfitted with a pierced floor pan that allows simple 

clean up by hosing down after use. The non-slip extrusions also provide increased operator safety. An optional foot 

assisted height of cut system option allows the operator to easily lift the deck to change the minimum cut level or  

quickly raise the deck while mowing to avoid scalping.
