The result is clippings that are re-

cut and reduced to fine particles before being discharged.  A top discharge deck design allows clippings to flow freely out 

the opening, reducing clogging and creating superior bagging abilities. The TimeCutter Z offers three cutting options 

including the standard side discharge, and optional bagging and mulching capabilities. When mowing is complete, 

cleaning the underside of the mowing deck to maintain maximum cutting efficiency is simple thanks to the convenient 

deck washout port.
